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Chapter 1 Namo CyberFence Fundamentals  

This chapter gives you an introduction to Namo CyberFence and explains the basic tasks needed to 

operate the program. You can learn how to install and uninstall Namo CyberFence, as well as use 

the Home panel and the system tray icon. 
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Introduction  

 

Namo CyberFence is software designed to protect your computer and those who use it from adult content and 

overuse. It is an effective way for parents to protect their children from some of the harmful aspects of 

computer use. 

Namo CyberFence ôs Functions  

The program has 4 main functions: 

 ̧ Media Blocking : Blocks adult videos from being played on your computer 

 ̧ Web Site Blocking : Blocks adult websites from being viewed on your computer 

 ̧ Program Blocking : Blocks various file-sharing, chatting, and user-selected programs from being 

run on your computer 

 ̧ Time Controls : Shuts down or deactivates your computer after a certain amount of time to prevent 

computer overuse. 

In addition to these main functions, Namo CyberFence is also able to perform tasks such as searching for adult 

content on your hard drive, filtering search engine results, and creating charts and reports to inform you about 

adult content on your computer. 

Constant, Reliable Protection  

Namo CyberFence runs on your computer constantly to protect you 24 hours a day and cannot be shut down 

or deleted without the administrator password. It blocks adult material by matching it with a vast database of 

known adult content which is managed by the Namo CyberFence service. Adult material cannot be disguised 

by renaming or altering it. 
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Getting Started with Namo CyberFence  

Namo CyberFence consists of a program that you install and a subscription service which activates and 

updates the program. You can initially install the program as a free trial. After the free trial is finished, you must 

purchase a subscription. Otherwise, CyberFence will be deactivated, and your computer will not be protected 

from thereon. This section of the manual will guide you through the process of installing CyberFence as a free 

trial and then purchasing a subscription. 

Installing CyberFence as a Free Trial  

1. Go to http://www.cyberfence.com/product/freetrial.php. 

2. In the Free Trial section, click 7 Day Unrestricted Trial. 

 

3. When the File Download - Security Warning dialog box appears, click Run. After the file

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4. The Install Namo CyberFence program will begin. Close all programs and click Next in the 

dialog box. 

 

5. Read the License Agreement and click I Agree. 

 

6. Select the installation type. Click Free Trial for the free trial and click Next. 
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7. Enter your email address in the Email box, then click Check to see if it is available to use. 

 

Important Note  

It is important that you enter a real email address in this step. If you lose your password, a 

new one will be mailed to this email address. 

8. Create a new password and enter it in the Enter Password box. Re-enter the password in the 

Re-enter Password box for confirmation. Click Install. 

9. The program will begin installing. When it is finished, click Close. You will then have to restart 

your computer. When your computer restarts, you will see the CyberFence icon in your system 

tray in the lower right-hand corner. 

 

 

Note  

You do not need to purchase a subscription immediately. Skip to the next section, 

Opening and Closing Namo CyberFence, to begin learning how to use CyberFence. 
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Purchasing a Subscription  

1. Go to http://www.cyberfence.com/purchase/purchase01.php 

2. Choose which type of service you want and click Buy Now. 

 

3. Enter the email address and the password that you used for the free trial and click Submit. 

 

4. Read the purchase agreement and click I agree to the above stipulations. 

 

5. Scroll down and enter your credit card information and the billing address, then click Submit. 

When the confirmation process is finished, your subscription will begin.

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Opening and Closing Namo CyberFence  

Once Namo CyberFence is installed, it will run automatically when your computer starts up to give you 

constant protection. It will run in the background and you only need open the administrator program when you 

want to change the settings or get information. 

 

To open the Namo CyberFence administrator program, you must use the icon in the Windows system tray. The 

system tray is located on the right end of the Windows task bar (the bottom right corner of your screen). In it, 

you can find icons for the various programs that are currently running on your computer, including Namo 

CyberFence. If you cannot see the Namo CyberFence icon, click the left-facing arrow to expand the system 

tray. 

The Namo CyberFence icon looks like this: . If Namo CyberFenceôs monitoring features are turned off, it 

looks like this: . Right-click the icon and click Administrator Tool to open the main Namo CyberFence 

program. You will be asked for the administrator password that you chose when registering for the Namo 

CyberFence service. Enter this password and click OK. 

To close Namo CyberFence, simply click the óxô in the top right corner of the window. When the Namo 

CyberFence program closes, any monitoring features that you have turned on will still be active. 
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Using the  Home Panel  

When you open the Namo CyberFence program and enter your password, the first thing you will see is the 

Home panel. This panel provides you with an overview of the programôs status called the Monitoring Report. 

It includes information such as how much content has been blocked, which filtering options are turned on. At a 

glance, you can see how the program is functioning. 

 

Feature Controls  

Click the on  and off  buttons to activate and deactive CyberFenceôs 4 main functions: 

 ̧ Media Blocking : Blocks adult videos from being played on your computer 

 ̧ Web Site Blocking : Blocks adult websites from being viewed on your computer 

 ̧ Program Blocking : Blocks various file-sharing, chatting, and user-selected programs from being 

run on your computer 

 ̧ Time Controls : Shuts down or deactivates your computer after a certain amount of time to prevent 

computer overuse. 

Usage Summary  

This screen displays what types of adult content have been blocked and how long the computer has been in use. 

 ̧ Media : Number of adult videos that have been blocked 

 ̧ Websites : Number of adult websites that have been blocked 

 ̧ Program : Number of user-restricted programs that have been blocked 

 ̧ Total Time : Total time the computer has been in use 
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My Accou nt  

This section allows you to change user information and service settings. Click on one of the following 4 

functions: 

 ̧ Admin Profile: Here you can edit user and account information (however, the user email address 

cannot be changed). 

 

 ̧ Password Change: Here you can change the password that is used to open the Administrator Tool. 

To do so, enter your current password, then enter the new password and reenter it (to make sure that it 

is entered correctly). 
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 ̧ Registration: This feature allows you to re-register and reactivate the program if it has become 

deactivated. To do so, enter the email address and password that you used when you purchased the 

product and click Register. You may need to use this screen if you have purchased several copies of 

the product, if the product becomes deactivated because of invalid purchase information, or if your 

service period expires. 

 

 ̧ Uninstall: This allows you to remove and delete the program. Click Yes to proceed with 

uninstallation. You will need the administrator password to uninstall CyberFence.
